Your job is to make an animal phyla book that can be used both by other people to learn about the animal kingdom and by you to review the animal phyla for the test and final exam.

The cover of your books should have the following information and be interesting to look at:

Each page in your book should be dedicated to different animal phyla and be formatted as follows:

Title (Phylum)

Common Name

Examples: At least three (when possible) of different species that belong to that phylum.
Pictures: Two pictures are required, but I recommend more.  Each picture must be labeled!

Body Plan: Is the animal asymmetrical, radially symmetrical, or bilaterally symmetrical? Does it have a head or an anus?

Feeding: How does the animal eat?  What does it eat? (If it eats too many different things, then provide a just few examples.)

Reproduction:  How does the animal reproduce? Does it reproduce sexually or asexually? Does it lay eggs or give live-birth?

Movement: Does the animal move around or not?  If so, how does the animal move around?

Interesting Facts:  List at least three other facts that you find interesting about this animal.
Finally, you will be assigned to create a one slide power point presentation of one of the 36 different animal phyla.  The power point slide must contain the information above.  You will present your slide to the class at a later date.
